PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 

To all members of the All Saints’ Community, 
 
Definition of bullying: 
Bullying is an ongoing misuse of power in relationships through repeated verbal, 
physical and/or social behaviour that causes physical and/or psychological harm.  
It can involve an individual or a group misusing their power over one or more 
persons. Bullying can happen in person or online, and it can be obvious (overt)  
or hidden (covert). 
Bullying of any form or for any reason can have long-term effects on those involved, including bystanders. 
Single incidents and conflict or fights between equals, whether in person or online, are not defined as bullying. 
 
Bullying has three main features: 

• It involves a misuse of power in a relationship  

• It is ongoing and repeated, and 

• It involves behaviours that can cause harm 
 
Behaviours that do not constitute bullying include: 

• mutual arguments and disagreements (where there is no power imbalance) 

• not liking someone or a single act of social rejection 

• one-off acts of meanness or spite 

• isolated incidents of aggression, intimidation or violence. 
However, those incidents/conflicts that are reported/noticed will be addressed and resolved.  
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What works? 
Research has identified the following combination of broad strategies as most likely to 
prevent and reduce bullying: 

• a universal whole-school approach over a long duration that takes a multi-faceted 
approach rather than focusing on one single component 

• an increased awareness of bullying in the school community through assemblies, 
focus days and student-owned plans and activities 

• effective classroom management and classroom rules 

• the promotion of a positive school environment that provides safety, security and 
support for students and promotes positive relationships and student wellbeing  

• effective methods of behaviour management that are consistently used, are non-hostile and non-punitive 

• encouragement and skill development for all students to respond negatively to bullying behaviour and 
support students who are bullied

Afternoon ‘Pick-up’ Zone: 
At All Saints’ we endeavour to respond to the needs of our community. The introduction of a ‘pick-up’ zone 
stems from requests for an alternative afternoon pick-up arrangement. It is about offering choices for our 
parents/carers.  
Parents/Carers this new arrangement might work for you, if … 

• your child/children are comfortable waiting for you to come through and pick them.  

• you have younger siblings in the vehicle, who are asleep, unwell or you just don’t want to unpack them out 
of the vehicle.  

• you have an appointment or need to be somewhere in a hurry or you just don’t need to get out of the 
vehicle today.     

If you continue to meet your child/children on the school grounds, know that you are, as always, welcomed. 
The introduction of this arrangement will begin in Term 2 as more information will be shared with 
parents/carers and the students. 
 
Workplace Health & Safety: 
Play equipment in playgrounds need to be inspected to ensure that all components are in secure, in good 
condition and comply with current guidelines.   
Some elements of the Frank St playground required adjustment. These have now been completed and the 
play equipment is now available for students to access. 
Play equipment on the Top Oval passed inspection. 
Unfortunately the play equipment outside the Library did not pass: finger, head, knee and arm entrapment 
concerns, as well as non-compliant height concerns. For this reason this playground needs to be replaced.  
I am in conversation with a company to complete this task, with a completion date in the very near future.

Fassifern Inter-school Swimming Carnival: Thurs March 23  
Invitation letters went home on Wednesday for those students selected to represent our school at this year’s 
Fassifern Inter-school Swimming Carnival.  
Details about the event are below: 
Date: Wednesday March 23 
Venue: Boonah Pool located at Boonah State High 
Time:  first race to begin around 9:40am; return to school around 2:30pm 
Ages:  students aged from 9yrs to 12yrs 
Events: 25m & 50m freestyle, breaststroke, backstroke, butterfly, relays (4x25m freestyle & 4x25m 

medley) Competitors are only permitted to swim 1 distance per stroke 
Competitors: maximum of 2 competitors selected per distance per gender (a maximum of 4 girls and 4 boys 

from each age group) 
Transport: ALL students are to arrive at school at the normal time, the roll will be marked and then 

students will walk to the pool. Students will return to school and then make their way home in 
the normal manner.   

A canteen will operate on the day. Our school has been asked to run the canteen. Helpers on the day would 
be much appreciated. 
 
2018 Commonwealth Games Queen’s Baton Relay:

Patrick returned to Ireland preaching Christianity and from there, the many stories 

both true and mythical grew. Many of the nuns who came to Australia in the early days were Irish and 

brought with them their love of St Patrick and all things Irish.

Catherine McAuley Charism 

Catherine McAuley was born near Dublin, Ireland on September 29, 1778 into a loving, wealthy Catholic 

family. Her father was a very kind and devoted man who brought poor children to their house on weekends 

for instruction in the Catholic faith. He died when Catherine was very young, but his compassion influenced 

her entire life. Over the coming years Catherine’s mother taught her independence, dignity and charm. 

 
After the death of their mother, the children were split up and Catherine went to live with relatives who were strong 

anti-Catholics. This period was very difficult for Catherine as she had grown up in the Catholic faith and had seen how 

faithful and devoted her parents were. As a result, she developed a spirituality based on God’s mercy. She found peace in the Cross, 

joy in the suffering, prayer in action and action in her prayer. Catherine began to provide support to sick and needy families, to train 

young girls for employment and also began educative programs for poor children.
